SPARTANBURG, S.C. (December 15, 2010) Carolina Alliance Bank just doesn’t say it’s a community bank— its staff of 38 strives to make positive impacts on the lives of children and families in Spartanburg County on a daily basis. More than 25 non-profit agencies and/or organizations in our county receive valuable services and leadership year-round as donated by the Bank’s caring staff.

During the holidays, Carolina Alliance tries to do even more. Each year, Bank staff supports several local non-profits, from organizing food drives to providing gifts for families in need.

 “Our staff looks forward to participating in projects during the holiday season as a way to provide needed assistance for those in the county in which we live and do business,” said John Poole, Carolina Alliance CEO and president. “This holiday season is going to be particularly challenging for many families in Spartanburg County and as a community bank we make it a priority to be good neighbors.”

This year the Carolina Alliance staff has “adopted” boys at the Glenn Springs Academy, a local home for boys, and will be providing them with Christmas presents. At Thanksgiving, the Bank’s staff collected dozens of cans and boxes of food for the United Way.  

The holidays, however, aren’t the only time staff comes together for our community. Throughout the year, Carolina Alliance organizes many activities for the benefit of those in our community. One of the most popular events is the yearly Hot Dog Sale, where staff cooks and serves hot dogs from under a tent in the parking lot. Plates are sold to local businesses and customers, all proceeds donated to the March of Dimes.  Perhaps the tastiest event is the yearly Bake Sale, where staff prepares yummy treats from cakes to cookies and pies and just anything good. Again, proceeds are donated to the March of Dimes. And, since the Carolina Alliance bankers can cook, they’ve even compiled a cookbook of favorites with proceeds going to the March of Dimes. The cookbook is on sale year-round at the greeter’s stand in the Bank’s lobby.

Almost every quarter there’s a collection box in the lobby of Carolina Alliance where staff and customers can donate specified items. For example, in the fall school supplies were collected while earlier this year food items were collected to benefit local food banks and families.
